RE:	Request for Information on Persistent, Bioaccumulative and Toxic (PBT) Chemicals – 	Please Respond by April 30, 2021

Dear Supplier,

Your written response to this letter as detailed below is requested by April 30, 2021.
On January 6, 2021, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) published five final rules prohibiting the processing or distribution into commerce of Phenol, Isopropylated Phosphate (3:1) (PIP 3:1) under Section 6(h)  of the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) as a persistent, bioaccumulative and toxic (PBT) chemical along with four other PBT chemicals.  PIP (3:1) is a chemical substance that is used as a plasticizer, a flame retardant, an anti-wear additive, or an anti-compressibility additive in hydraulic fluid, lubricating oils, lubricants and greases, various industrial coating, adhesives, sealants, and plastic articles.
This regulation has two important requirements. First, it bans the distribution of certain products containing PIP (3:1) within the U.S. Second, EPA is requiring that persons manufacturing, processing, or distributing PIP (3:1) and products containing PIP (3:1) notify their customers of these restrictions. Your notification requirements may require updated Safety Data Sheets (SDS) or labels.  Additional rules apply to the other four PBT chemicals.  
If your company is located outside of the United States, please note that these new regulations apply to these PBT chemicals imported into the United States even if the chemicals are not regulated as PBT chemicals in your company’s home jurisdiction. 
Emerson requires its suppliers to be in compliance with laws such as TSCA. As a qualified supplier of Emerson, you have an on-going obligation to provide an update to us should there be a change in your products or a change in how your product is regulated.
