PLEASE READ BEFORE UPDATING THE BIOS


BIOS releases SY0024, 0028, and 0036 MUST be updated using the instructions below.

1. The .BIO file is NOT the recommended method.
2. To upgrade, use the Express BIOS Update (EBU) from https://downloadcenter.intel.com.

BIOS release SY0033 MUST be updated using the instructions below.

BIOS version 0033: 
1. Copy the .BIO file to a USB flash drive or hard drive.
2. Restart the NUC without the USB flash drive or hard drive plugged into the NUC.
3. During boot, press F7 when prompted to enter the BIOS Flash Update tool.
4. Plug in the USB device with the BIO file.
5. Select Refresh Media List.
6. Select the USB device and press Enter.
7. Select the .BIO file and press Enter.
8. Confirm you want to update the BIOS by pressing Enter.
9. Wait 2–5 minutes for the update to complete.
10. Remove the USB device and restart the computer.

Background:
BIOS Recovery Power Button Behavior on BIOS releases SY0024, 0028, 0033, and 0036: 
When the power button is held for approximately one second the NUC6i3SYK/H, NUC6i5SYK/H will enter BIOS recovery mode. If there is a .BIO file on any USB device attached to the NUC, the NUC will automatically recover the BIOS. Do not pull the power, let the recovery process continue until it finishes. It can take 2-5 minutes to finish, and there may be nothing on the screen for up to 2 minutes. If the BIOS recovery was started by mistake, the BIOS can be flashed again later by pressing F7 during boot or using Express BIOS update. NOTE: BIOS version 0039 modifies the power button BIOS recovery behavior to reduce the risk of mistakenly starting a BIOS recovery.
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The LED will go off when the BIOS update begins, and then the
primary color will be on for 0.5 seconds, then off for 0.5 seconds.
The patter repeats until the BIOS update is complete.
